The form can be discarded upon your return to PPPL. You must also complete a PPPL International Property Pass and have it signed by a designated approver. Property passes must be retained for three months after expiration (per PPPL Procedure MC-007).

Your laptop, PDA, GPS or other device must be kept under your “effective control”* during your trip, is for your personal use only (it cannot be loaned to or used by others), and must be returned to the United States within one year. These actions satisfy Export Administration restrictions with regard to any PPPL information technology equipment that might contain encrypted software and/or internally developed code.
